This is a hush echoed in every corridor of our schools and needs be an announcement loud
enough for the world to hear.

The defining moment of Christmas, in which our weakness is welcomed, is the com-
mandment that flows from Christ’s birth: Go forth and build Bethlehem everywhere! This is
the challenge taken up by Catholic Education in our world today. No matter our strife, our
faults, our duress, our disappointments and transgressions, we join hands in friendship and

love and make others welcome. We build Bethlehem again and again in every relationship.

We must find ways to welcome others in our time and culture, with love and compassion.

In Catholic Education, it is our ageless desire in Christ to let no child be held at bay
because we failed to build Bethlehem. In this sense, every school we have ever built must
become a Bethlehem within our midst, our cities, our states and nation. It is our mission to
build Bethlehem, to welcome those who knock at our door—a commandment modeled by
